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Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 5th September 2024 at 19:30 in Nunburnholme Church.

Present: Cllr Phillips, Halkon, Danter, R Bird, C Bird and Ward Cllrs West and Hammond. Members of the public were also in attendance.

OPEN FORUM

A resident enquired about lowering the speed limit on Butt Lane as there are no footpaths. Ward Cllr West noted that the PC had asked to participate in a 20mph trial approximately 18 months ago but were not selected. If the trials are successful, more funding will become available. The PC have also asked for signage, warning drivers of children in the road. This is currently in ERYCs system.

A resident reported that the footpaths in the village had been cleared but that the work has ceased. Cllr Halkon confirmed that this was carried out by the community payback team.

2024.71 Welcome and Apologies
Cllrs Richardson and Crabtree had given their apologies, prior to the meeting.
Agenda item 2024.81 was moved up the agenda for discussion here, to allow members of the public to leave the meeting.
2024.81 Review of Parish Lighting
A discussion was held, and Cllr Phillips proposed to switch the lights off at 12pm and review 4 months after the change. Also, if possible, to keep the streetlights on Butt Lane working, due to the lack of footpaths. Cllr C Bird seconded this and all agreed. ACTION: Clerk to notify ERYC of the PCs decisions.

2024.73 Minutes of Meeting Held in June
It was agreed that these were a true and accurate record of the meeting and were signed by Cllr Halkon.
2024.74 Ward Councillor Report
Ward Cllr west reported that ERYC have been carrying out work at Hessay Farm. They will be installing a non-return valve later in September to deal with the flooding.
ERYC are launching their Ward boundary review for consultation.



2024.75 Matters Arising (including outstanding actions not covered elsewhere on the agenda)
Speak to Environment Agency regarding re-routing the beck
Cllr Halkon noted that she had spoken to the farm manager who is happy to consider the works if additional works are completed first on the beck. Ward Cllr Hammond stated that Hayton PC are currently working with the environment agency to do this, Bielby PC are raising parts of the land to assist and Burnby PC are coordinating with private landowners. 
Potholes
The clerk had received confirmation from ERYC that the potholes have been repaired.
Overgrown tree branches
It was confirmed that these have now been cut.
Speed sign location
Cllr Phillips drafted a letter to ERYC and had sent to all Cllrs prior to the meeting. All agreed that this could be sent.
Flood Abatement
Cllr Phillips noted that ERYC have not responded to the PCs letter regarding this.
2024.76 Accounts

2024.77 Planning Application
24/01466/PLF Construction of a vehicular access (dropped kerb). Location: 4 Brunham Cottages, Church Lane, Nunburnholme, YO42 1QU. The decision to approve the application was received from ERYC.

2024.78 20MPH Speed Trial and Flashing Speed Sign Grant

The areas for selection for the 20mph trial have already been selected for villages. No further action at present.

The flashing signs can be used by neighbouring parishes to keep costs down as they are obtained by match-funding grants. A discussion was held, and it was agreed that this would be discussed further after Cllr Phillips and Ward Cllr Hammond meet with Highways.

2024.79 Ground Clearance Around the Beck

Cllr Halkon has spoken to residents whose general opinion was that the beck should be cleared so that residents can view it better. It was suggested that this work be carried out in April 2025. ACTION: Clerk to send risk assessment template to Cllrs for completion.

2024.80 Council Tax Support Consultation

2024.82 Correspondence and Community Issues
Cllr Halkon had been approached by a resident regarding speeding through the village and the lack of repetitive 30mph signs. Ward Cllr Hammond advised, in line with the Department for Transport regulations, that if there are streetlights, the 30mph signs are not repetitive.
