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Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 27th June 2024 at 19:00 in Nunburnholme Church.

Nothing was discussed here.

Meeting started at 19:04 hrs.

PARISH COUNCIL MEETING
2024.55 Welcome and Apologies
Cllr Crabtree had noted his unavailability, prior to the meeting.
2024.56 Declaration of Pecuniary and Non-Pecuniary Interest
None.
2024.57 Minutes of Meetings Held in May
Cllr R Bird proposed to accept these as a true and accurate record, Cllr C Bird seconded this, and all agreed. The minutes were signed by Cllr Halkon.
2024.58 Ward Councillor Report
Ward Cllr West updated the PC, as follows:

ERYC have launched an updated, more intuitive portal for reporting potholes.

The Yorkshire Wildlife Trusts ‘state of wildlife’ report is out.

The Humber Forestry Commission is still available to plant trees. Ward Cllr West is investigating whether the 200 trees limit can be in a collective area rather than in one location.

The Dogger bank windfarm has a £25 million fund that communities can access grants from. More information will be sent regarding this.

2024.59 Matters Arising (including outstanding actions not covered elsewhere on the agenda)
Sign for the jubilee wood entrance
Cllr C Bird confirmed that he had submitted this request to the ERYC Countryside Access Team who will be installing the signs.
Outstanding Cllr forms
Cllr R Bird and C Birds register of interest forms were handed in during the meeting. 


Speak to Environment Agency regarding re-routing the beck
Cllr Halkon noted that she had not been available to progress this but is hoping to meet with the individual this coming week.
Potholes
The clerk had received confirmation from ERYC that the pothole near The Old School House had been repaired. Cllrs agreed that the repair was a poor job. Ward Cllr West agreed to escalate this with ERYC.
Kilnwick Percy flooding updates
Cllr Crabtree had spoken to residents and provided the clerk with an update. Cllr Phillips noted that ERYC have not resolved any flooding issues and that he is still waiting for a reply from his letter sent in February. Ward Cllr West to escalate this.
2024.60 Accounts 
The clerk had sent the accounts reconciliation, bank statements and schedule of payments prior to the meeting. The following payments had already been made in line with the PC Financial Regulations:

Tony Phillips - £17.50 (repayment for WCA survey pack)

Cllr Phillips and Richardson signed the schedule of payments and relevant invoices.
Cllr Phillips reviewed and signed the bank statement and accounts reconciliation. 
2024.61 Internal Audit Report
The clerk had circulated this to all Cllrs prior to the meeting. The report was positive and confirmed that financial regulations and measures are being adhered to. The report is published on the PC website.
2024.62 Asset Register

Each item had been sought out by Cllr Halkon and a discussion was held to confirm all assets. The clerk took note of the amendments. ACTION: Clerk to update the register and send it to Cllrs for their approval.

ACTION: Clerk to report streetlight #2 on Butt lane. The light is not working and there is no top cover on it.




2024.63 Visibility Issue on Fishpond Hill – Overgrown Trees

Cllr Crabtree had emailed the PC regarding the overgrown branches, prior to the meeting. Cllr Danter noted that most of these branches have since been cut back. ACTION: Cllr Phillips to speak to the landowner regarding the remaining branches.

2024.64 Perceived Disregard of PC by ERYC Highways Department

Cllr Philips had prepared a statement regarding the recent issues surrounding communication with the ERYC Highways department. He read out the following:

(see separate report published alongside minutes)

Cllr Phillips proposed to place on record, for the benefit of those the PC serve to represent, the PCs opinion that ERYC Highways Department have shown disregard for their status as a PC. All agreed to support this.

A discussion was held surrounding the temporary move in location of the speed limit signs near the rugby club. This request was originally made by the PC when discussing extending the lower speed limit area, but it was discounted. This has now been carried out by ERYC due to the works at Woldgate School and College. ACTION: Cllr Phillips to ask ERYC if the new location can be a permanent one.

Cllr Halkon asked all Cllrs to review the National Highways and Transport (NHT) Public Satisfaction Survey 2024 that the clerk had sent.

2024.65 Street Light Repair on Butt Lane
This was covered under the asset register item. 
2024.66 Mother with Child Signage on Butt Lane
Cllr Halkon raised this query and a decision surrounding the best signing, was held. The clerk noted that ERYC must follow the Department for Transport (DfT) regulations which are strict on signage.
Ward Cllr west agreed to look at possible ‘caution - children walking/ playing - please drive carefully’ signs.
2024.67 Confirm Dates for Conservation Volunteers Site Visit
Cllr Richardson reported that he is due to attend a site visit with the project lead on the 28th of June. The survey is free but there will be some costs involved on any work carried out, but it is possible to use grants for this. He will update the PC once he has further information.
2024.68 Review of Parish Lighting
The clerk had forwarded an email from the ERYC Service Manager of Street Lighting to all Cllrs prior to the meeting. The PC were asked to consider the following options:
· Part night dimming to levels as requested by the parish council
· Part night switch off at times agreed with the parish council
· Full removal of streetlights


A discussion was held, and it was agreed that a public consultation be held so that residents can have their say regarding this matter. ACTION: To publish a public consultation, notice for the 5th September.
2024.69 Correspondence and Community Issues
Cllr Halkon has been approached by a resident regarding road visibility issues due to the plants by the beck. This was discussed and no Cllr saw this as an issue. No further action is required.
The resident at Hessay Farm has reported that the drain cleaning had decreased the time taken for flood water to drain to about half a day, so the issue there is still not resolved. Ward Cllr West noted that he is currently working on this.
There has been graffiti left in relation to a cycling event. Painted letters have been marked on the road in support of cyclists. Ward Cllr West to try and find out who organises the event to ask them to speak to their participants.
The incident of the road closure due to emergency works by Yorkshire Water was mentioned. ERYC did not send the notice of intended works out until the 14th June even though the works were carried out on the 12th.
2024.70 Date of Next Meeting
5th September, 7pm for the public consultation at Nunburnholme Church. The PC meeting will follow at 7.30pm.
The clerk had sourced a King’s portrait on behalf of the Parish Council and the Parish Council have donated this to the Jubilee Committee for display in the church. The clerk brought the portrait to the meeting and left it in the bell-ringing section, as agreed with one of the Jubilee Committee members.
There being no further business, the meeting closed at 20:52 hrs.
